f. Opening Prayer – Cross/Book Bearer brings Sacramentary to the Priest
3. Liturgy of the Word

a. First Reading

b. Responsorial Psalm

c. Second Reading

d. Gospel

e. Homily

f. Profession of Faith

g. Prayers of the Faithful

4. Liturgy of the Eucharist

a. Preparation of the Gifts

i. Head Server helps the Priest prepare the Altar

ii. Acolytes help receive gifts and “wash” Father’s hands

b. Eucharistic Prayer
c. Communion Rite

i. Handshake of Peace - Acolytes go to Credence Table and take Patens and Purificators to the Altar
ii. Communion

1. Cross/Book Bearer – After receiving Communion retrieves the Sacramentary and places cruet of water on the Altar table
2. Acolytes – After congregation has received communion, the Priest signals to help clear the Altar

5. Concluding Rite

a. Closing Prayer – Cross/Book Bearer takes Sacramentary to the Priest
